COVID-19

To compound the difficulties encountered in 2020,
the initial months of 2021 also presented their
problems. The Covid-19 pandemic continued
throughout the winter months and into spring 2021.
This gave rise to the continuation of lockdown
restrictions in England, Scotland and Wales.

All legal restrictions in England were released as from
29 March 2021, although it was not for some months
later that events could take place in Scotland or
Wales without such events being impacted by
restrictions that remined in place.

This did impact on CTT'’s finances, although to a
much lesser extent than in 2020. The board having



continued to monitor the government’s advice and
safety measures in place from time to time, CTT
events were able to take place as soon as legally
possible. Whereas the safety of event organisers,

officials, competitors and all those who give
their time to “make the sport work” remained
paramount, it is believed that the right balance was
reached so as to allow competition while at the
same time, ensuring that no-one was put at risk.

FINANCE

The published Cycling Time Trials’ accounts cover
the year to 31 March 2021, and for comparative
purposes show the year to 31 March 2020. The
accounts for the year show a deficit of income
over expenditure of £73,000 which is a reverse in
the surplus of £64,000 in the previous year. The
material factors in this result when compared with
the previous year are:

Income:
Overall, income reduced by £293,000:

* Type A levies and championship levies fell by
£141,000 as a result of the shorter season due
to Covid-19 although this would have been
worse had the levy not been increased to £5
from £4.

*  Type B levies fell by £141,000 as explained
previously with the shorter season.

*  Subscriptions (affiliation and advertising fees) fell
over £2,000 as described below in Membership
and Participation.

*  There was no handbook published for the 2021
season.

* CTT is very grateful to the clubs and districts
who donated monies during the year.

EXPENDITURE
Overall, expenditure fell by £155,000 compared to
the previous year.

National administration expenses overall fell by
£72,000. CTT made use of the furlough scheme
from April 2020. There was a decrease of £16,000
in advertising and publicity following a temporary
renegotiation of contracts due to the disruption.

The board of directors travel and accommodation
costs fell due to not being able to meet ‘face to face,
and the plan going forward is to reduce the usual
number of those meetings.

The other significant changes are competition and
championship expenses down by £68,000, which
included Champions Night not being held in 2021.



RESERVES

The reserves as at 31 March 2021 stood at £241,000.
This would be insufficient to cover the loss of
a season’s income so the board has put in place
a rigorous review of expenditure and review of
income streams to bring reserves up to the required
level.

It is forecast that reserves will rise to around
£325,000 by 31 March 2022 being well under the
level CTT believes is required to see it through
another serious disaster.

To ensure financial stability, CTT aims to retain
reserves of more than one year’s annual income/
expenditure (which is estimated at £500,000). It is
projected that CTT’s reserves ought to be slightly
in excess of £500,000 by 31 March 2024, at which
point it is anticipated rider numbers will have
recovered from Covid-19 levels.

MEMBERSHIP AND PARTICIPATION
The number of affiliated clubs currently stands at
1,612 an increase in 44 as compared to 2020.
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Of these, 554 have registered to carry advertising,
an increase of 28 compared to last year.

For the financial year to 31 March 2021, there has
been the expected fall in the overall number of rides:
in Type A events with nearly 15,000 rides (down by
42,000 rides) and in Type B events to 25,000 (down
by 47,000).

INSURANCE

For 2020/21 CTT renewed its insurance using
the same insurance broker;, Romero Insurance
Brokers Ltd. The primary policy is underwritten
by Barbican Protect Ltd with a limit of indemnity
of £5,000,000. The excess policy is underwritten by
CAN Insurance Company Ltd and also has a limit
of indemnity of £5,000,000, to make a total limit of
indemnity of £10,000,000.

The third party liability policy provides indemnity in
the event of a claim arising from an approved event
(promoted under the rules and regulations of CTT)
against competitors, the promoting club, event
officials to include event secretaries, timekeepers,



pushers off, marshals, sign erectors, observers and
all volunteer helpers.

“Competitor to competitor” cover remains an
important element of the policy and provides
indemnity should a competitor be involved in
an accident involving another competitor whilst
participating in a time trial held under CTT’s rules
and regulations. This is a significant benefit and is an
important feature of the indemnity provided.

DATA PROTECTION

All registered riders are reminded to keep their
personal information on their profile page up-
to-date and to ensure that their preferences are
regularly updated. Please remember that if you
do not “tick the box” to consent to receive emails
from CTT, you will not receive the regular CTT
newsletter. CTT will never sell or pass on your
information to any third party unless it has your
specific consent to do so.

SAFETY OF THE SPORT

Cycle event signage

Despite many events being cancelled in 2021, clubs
continued to order starter packs or replenished their
existing stock. Seven affiliated clubs that previously
had never promoted time trials took advantage of
the offer to purchase a “Starter Pack” of cycle event
signs at a special rate of £100 (to include carriage).
Sixteen further affiliated clubs replenished their
stock with new signage and/or race numbers. The
board of directors see this as a further opportunity
to continue with the offer in 2022.

If your club needs signs please order well in
advance. At peak times the manufacture and
processing of signs can take several weeks.
Information regarding cycle event signage/numbers
can be obtained via the National Secretary at

Regulation 25 and Medical Control
Due to Covid-19 restrictions, no Anti-Doping
collections were carried out during 2021.

Competitors do need to continue to be aware that
they can inadvertently fall foul of the anti-doping
regulations, possibly as a result of taking an *“over
the counter” remedy or even as a result of taking
a medicine prescribed by their GP. All competitors
are reminded to check with their doctor, if they are
taking medication, that the use of such medication
does not contravene the anti-doping regulations.

ACCIDENT REPORTING
The total number of reported accidents in
CTT events in 2021 was 67, as opposed to 30
reported accidents in 2020. Although on the
face of it, this would represent an increase of
over 100%, it must be remembered that there
was very limited racing in 2020. The number of
reported accidents in 2019 was 86, and in 2018
was 103.
There have been two fatalities in CTT events in
2021. Sadly, Martin Osman and Darren Maironis
lost their lives, each having been involved in a
collision with a vehicle.
Thirty-five accidents were reported in open
(Type A) events and 32 in club (Type B) events.
Twenty-three accidents took place on dual
carriageways, 43 on single carriageway roads,
and one accident in a closed circuit event.
Twenty-five accidents involved a motor vehicle,
either directly or indirectly, although the
majority of accidents are a result of rider error
or misfortune.
It is essential that all accidents are reported to
the National Secretary (Legal & Corporate)
and the appropriate District Secretary as soon
as possible after the event. Should an accident
occur, copies of the following documents should
be retained as they may be needed by CTT’s
insurers:
1. a copy of the police notification form sent
to the police;
2. any letter of acknowledgement from the
police;
the start sheet;
the signing on and signing off sheet;
the risk assessment for the course;
the “on the day” risk assessment;
any warning notice given to the competitors
on the day (usually displayed alongside the
signing on sheet).
Accidents should be reported using the standard
CTT form. Please use the latest version
(January 2018) of the accident report form
which has been agreed with CTT’s insurers and
is available from either the district secretary,
National Secretary (Legal & Corporate) or can
be downloaded from the CTT website.
Ideally accident reports should be submitted to
the National Secretary (Legal & Corporate) by
email to nick.sharpe@cyclingtimetrials.org.uk
or alternatively by post to the address in the
current CTT handbook.
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If you have a concern about doping, however
small it may seem, you can contact UKAD
direct. UKAD would need to know who is
involved (can include individuals or teams), what
they are doing and why, how they are doping,
when and where it is happening and who they
are obtaining the substances from. UKAD is
constantly building its picture of doping in sport
and your information could be just the detail
UKAD needs.

You can call UKAD anonymously 24/7 to talk
to a highly-trained operator who is independent
from UKAD. Call UKAD: 08000 32 23 32.
If you'd prefer not to speak to anyone,
you can also report your concerns online:
www.ukad.org.uk/what-we-do/report-doping/

Also, competitors should be aware that for certain
medications a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE)
may be applied for retrospectively.

It is very important to note that it is the individual
rider’s responsibility to check if they are required for
doping control. A competitor must always return
to the event headquarters on completion of their
ride, and if required, report to doping control.
Importantly, failure to report renders the individual
liable to be disqualified from the event and/or
further disciplinary action.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE SPORT

District forums

Due to the difficulties surrounding Covid-19, there
were no district forums or workshops in 2021.

Publicity and race reports

Snowdon Sports has continued to provide race
reports on a sizable majority of events, to include
round-ups, previews and other coverage.

Snowdon Sports also continue to provide interviews
with race winners — although this is not always
possible due to data protection restrictions. Some
race winners ask why it is they are not contacted
or why their photograph is not shown in race
reports. The answer invariably is that such rider
has not provided their consent for their contact
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details to be given or for their photograph to be
used. All riders therefore are reminded to update
their profile on the CTT website if they wish to be
contacted by Snowdon Sports so race reports can
be prepared.

Spindata Partnership

Early in 2021, CTT announced that they were
entering into a partnership with Spindata to
replace the existing national ranking system.
It can be confirmed that, following work from
both parties, Spindata is now linked from the CTT
main home page on the website and from Spindata
to the CTT website. Through the diligent efforts
of the organisers and the CTT support team,
results received are published in a timely fashion, so
enabling the Spindata administrator to prepare the
data and predictions overnight every Wednesday.
Discussions are in progress on further and future
development of the platform. If you have any
queries or suggestions on Spindata, please do not
hesitate to contact Spindata direct or the CTT
support team.

Social media

Despite the ongoing challenges of Covid-19, CTT’s
social media presence has continued to grow with
regular features and news items helping to sustain
interest and numbers whilst there were no events
to on which to report.

Over the course of the season CTT’s Facebook
page has seen an increase of 5.7%, which is 586 new
followers. Instagram has done well with an increase
of 16.6% which is 573 new followers. Globally
Twitter has seen a small growth in usage, although
CTT has attracted 189 more followers, an increase
of 2.6%.

CTT Newsletter

Due to the difficulties arising from Covid-19 and
the necessity to furlough some members of staff,
publication of the monthly newsletter ceased for
most of the year. Publication of the newsletter
will resume and continue to publicise key issues,
to include website developments and tips, e.g. how
riders can withdraw their entry, etc. The newsletter
is sent by email to all those who have registered on
the CTT website and have opted in to receive emails
from CTT. It is also published on the CTT website
and Facebook pages.

Board meeting bulletin
During 2021 board meetings bulletins were issued



after each board meeting to summarise the actions
of the board and to improve transparency.

Frequently Asked Questions

Two FAQ documents have been uploaded to the
home page of the website with some hints and
tips for both riders and organisers. It it intended
that the documents will be added to further in the
future.

Scholarship

For financial reasons, there was no scholarship
scheme again in 2021, although the scheme will
continue to be reviewed annually.

Website (www.ctt.org.uk)

The website continues to be upgraded and over
the past year has seen the ongoing development
of district websites for all of CTT’s 22 districts.
All the district websites are live; each are linked
to the main website and have a similar look to it.

To access the relevant functions of the website,
individuals need to register with CTT via the
website. On registration, each is allocated their

own unique rider number. As at 31 March 2021, the
website is showing over 40,000 registrations.

The site is “Role” based with different roles being
able to perform different functions. The main roles
are: rider (normal), organiser, district official and
club official, each of which allows access to differing
levels of functionality. GDPR was introduced in
May 2018 and significantly changed the way we all
communicate. All those who register can set their
own preferences.

Riders can enter or withdraw from events before
the closing date for entries. All who register can
maintain their own profile area, including the
ability to choose what level of privacy they require.
Notification of acceptance/rejection to events,
as well as notification of the publication of start and
result sheets, is now in place. Start and result sheets
can be downloaded and printed off as a PDF, XLS
or CSV document.

Organisers can manage their events, accept (after
the closing date) or reject entrants, upload start and
result sheets direct to the site and email entrants
with a link where they can download full start and
result sheets. It is also possible to email the entrants
with any other information. Templates are available
for start and result sheets and the template should
be used unless the organiser has their own that
complies with all the necessary requirements.

The website also has the facility to recognise
whether a rider has entered more than one event
on the same day in contravention of Regulation
11(e). An added control is that riders applying online
are required to tick a box to state they agree to not
entering more than one event unless it is possible
to start and finish in both events. If an event is
cancelled, organisers can arrange through “Admin”
for entrants to receive a full or partial refund.

District users can add/amend new events, courses,
course maps and clubs. Club officials can pay the
club’s annual affiliation and/or the advertising fee
online via card payment. When payment is made
online, district officials are informed of the payment
by email. If a club was previously shown as having
advertising, this element will need to be paid before
they can be accepted. In the case of an affiliated club
that renews its affiliation after the first of January,
a re-joining fee of £20 applies.

Course records can be added to the website;
districts now have the facility to add these and the
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website will automatically update the records as the
results are published.

The districts can tailor their websites and, for
instance, have a photograph of their local riders on
the ‘face’ of the site and a ‘welcome’ note. District
websites have the ability to draw down start and
result sheets from the main website along with
relevant news stories. During 2021 there has been
the ability to download club events to the websites
and 2,925 club events were loaded to the website
with that representing 227 unique clubs. Of these
there were 2,600 riders entered to these events of
which 840 were unique riders. CTT are looking at
an online payment system over the off season and
hope that this along with a ‘deduction of levies at
source’ should be available for the 2022 season.

Online affiliation

Clubs have been able to pay for their affiliation fee
(and advertising fee, if appropriate) via the website
since 2016. This year, 1,223 clubs affiliated online,
representing 76% (up from 67% last year) of those
currently affiliated. Of those, 453 carried advertising
via the online system representing 82% of the clubs
paying for advertising.

Race numbers

New sets of race numbers (1-150) have been
available at a discounted price of £50 for clubs
that have not previously taken advantage of this
offer. The normal cost price of a set of numbers
of this quality is £225. A box of 1,000 pins can also
be supplied at an additional cost of £10. Six clubs
purchased a set of numbers with their signs “Starter
Pack”. Two other clubs bought a set of numbers.

To assist in compliance with the CTT Covid-19
risk assessment and guidelines for promoting time
trials, disposable numbers were sourced and sold to
clubs. A total of 60 orders were taken. These were
sent direct from the suppliers to the buyer. The
numbers are made of a recyclable Tyvek material
and the supplier;, Pymmwenn Printing, turned the
orders around with just a few days’ notice. Race

Closed Circuit events

2021 has seen the popularity of closed-circuit
time trials across the country, organised both
under Cycling Time Trials’ banner as well as other
organisations, continue to flourish, with greater
participation, in many cases exceeding previous
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years. This popularity may be down to the safe and
welcoming environment that is provided by the
volunteers, who undertake the organisation of these
events. With the events being on closed circuits, it
not only provides the opportunity for novices, new
to the sport of time trials to compete, but it also
means that those under the age of 12 years can also
be welcomed.

The 2021 RTTC Closed Circuit National
Championship, once again held at Thruxton Motor
Racing Circuit in South district, whilst seeing lesser
numbers in the solo event (313 against 400+ the
previous year) saw a dramatic increase in the non-
Championship events, the teams entering the team
time trial having 150+ riders taking to the start
line. In addition, the VTTA organised a 10 mile time
trial national closed circuit championship event in
North Yorkshire, open to all, whether members
of the association, or not. More than 90 riders
were started by the timekeepers in this trial event
promoted under CTT rules and regulations.

With the appetite for closed circuit events appearing
to be gaining more in popularity, the board would
like to encourage districts and clubs to support
organisers who identify suitable venues. Support
and guidance from the board would be available for
approved venues and events.

National Youth Championship

The 2021 final, held at Mallory Park and promoted
by Race Rapid, provided a fantastic setting for the
Youth Final. With 119 riders on the start sheet,
77 riders took part on the day with Matthew Cole



(Team Bottrill) and Amy Loftus (East Bradford CC)
setting the fastest male and female times of 20:23
and 24:11 respectively.

This year has seen an amount of confusion with
riders entering more than one heat; a reminder
that the National Championships Conditions state:
“A person may enter and compete in only one
District Championship: such a person shall be a
member of a club affiliated to the District Council
or a pupil at a school situated in the District
Council in which the District Championship takes
place.” All riders must be UNDER the age of 17
on 31 August.

Electronic start and result sheets

It is evident that practically all entries to events
are now via internet entry with less than 2% being
through paper entry. CTT continues to encourage
all organisers to adopt the electronic means.

All literature submitted to the website must still
comply with Regulation 27(e) and (j) and MUST
include the words “Promoted for and on behalf
of Cycling Time Trials under its Rules and
Regulations”. In order to comply with insurance
requirements this wording must be included.

Complete copies of both the start and result sheets
must be added to the website. There is a template
for organisers to submit the front cover (with
course details, officials, awards, local regulations,
etc) of the start and result sheet or they can upload
their own file to the website. This should be done
before contacting the riders to let them know the
start sheet or results are the website.

Organisers should use the built-in email facility
‘contact entrants’ to inform riders how they can
download the complete copy. A “BCC” (blind copy)
option is also available so that timekeepers, officials
or any other can be added to save time on sending
various emails.

A complete copy of both the start and result sheet
is automatically sent to the relevant district official
from the website. Copies of start and results sheets
can be downloaded and printed from the website.

If start or results sheets are sent outside of
the ‘system?’, in order to comply with the
requirements of the data protection legislation,
they should be sent using the email “BCC”
(blind copy) function, in order not to disclose
the email addresses of other recipients.



Details sent to riders from the website are sent
individually. No attachments should contain
personal information (eg addresses,
telephone numbers, date of birth, etc).

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A total of 59 men and 33 women have completed
the appropriate distances. Forty-seven men
and 30 women achieved the 22mph and 20mph
standards respectively required to be awarded a
certificate. Congratulations are due to both Tom
Hutchinson (Team Bottrill) and Joanna Patterson
(The Independent Pedaler — Nopinz) on winning the
2021 British Best All Rounder titles. Tom won this
year’s BBAR by 0.107mph from second placed Tim
McEvoy. Tom achieved times of 1.37:29 (50 miles),
3.14:50 (100 miles) and 312.265 (12 hour) in his
2021 campaign.

Joanna recorded times of 52:07 (25 miles), 1.51:35
(50 miles) and 3:42:35 (100 miles), her average
speed being 0.278mph faster than second placed
Frances Owen, (Fibrax Wrexham RC).

The men’s team award was won by FTP (Fulfil The
Potential) Racing, Tim McEvoy, Jonathan Shubert
and Adam Whittaker, with a combined average
speed of 26.731mph. The women’s winning team
was The Independent Pedaler — Nopinz whose
Joanna Patterson, Alex Clay and Jennifer George
averaged 26.958mph.

The junior BBAR saw 16 junior men and seven
junior women achieve qualifying times held over
two x 10 mile and two x 25 mile events. The junior
men’s competition was won by Mattie Dodd (Team
Backstedt Bike Performance) who achieved times of
18:35, 20:02 and 50:35, 51:53 for an average speed
of 30.201mph, winning from Patrick Casey (Team
Lifting Gear/Cycles In Motion) with an average
speed of 29.971mph.

The junior women’s competition was won by Eva
Callinan (Liv AWOL) with times of 21:21, 22:04 and
55:27, 56:54 for an average speed of 27.177mph
from second placed, Hannah Rainger (Plymouth
Corinthian CC) who recorded an average speed of
25.033mph.

Regulation 27(c), “Event Officials” (page 345 of 2020 handbook)

“Appoint a competent person to act as the “Start Line Official” who will
“manage” the start line and assist the start timekeeper.

Explanation: With the absence of the pusher-off (holder-up) many events have seen
the start timekeeper on their own, no consideration appears to have been taken to
consider the welfare of the timekeeper. The timekeeper’s duties are to start the
riders, not to keep riders in line, check that riders have their rear light on, answer
queries from passing motorist etc etc. The “Start Line Official” will “manage” the
start line checking on riders’ number and checking lights etc.,, plus noting late starts
for the start timekeeper.

Explanation: Since the pandemic we have dispensed with holding riders up, it has
proved to be not a problem and riders are coping very well. We don’t know how
long the current pandemic situation will last, but a uniform and standard approach
over all districts should be adopted. The use of an official to hold riders up should be
reviewed at the National AGM 2024 for the 2025 season.

Duties of Event Secretaries

Regulation 27(h)(iv) (page 346 of 2020 handbook)

Add to the penultimate sentence currently ending “...to avoid company riding
as far as possible”, add the words, “to improve safety of riders by ensuring that
the slower riders do not become detached from the field and to enable fair
competition”.

Explanation: Guidance Note 8 Point 3. “Placement of the field in order — traditional
method” — describes the placement of a field using a method that positions the
slower riders in front of the fastest riders to minimize accompanied riding.

The placement of a field in this manner is no longer appropriate for use for safety
reasons and to enable a fairer competition.

Placement of a field in a way in which the event is completed in the shortest time
will prevent riders being needlessly exposed to higher levels of traffic and lessen the
chance of an incident. Placing slower riders across the field as is set out in section
3 will extend the time in which riders are out on course. Slower riders should be set
off earlier in the events with faster riders’ positioned later.

Conditions have the potential to change considerably throughout the duration of an
event, placing the fastest riders on zero numbers would mean that riders who are
in closest competition with each other will potentially experience differing conditions
that will impact times. Riders should be placed near those of a similar ability level
across the field.

We believe that for these reasons the traditional method of field placement should
no longer be used and any reference to this should be removed from Guidance
Note 8.
